Suggestions for couples:

Pray for wisdom when making your
commitment.

Family leaders should articulate how
much they would like to commit and
how the commitment could be met.

Decide together on a commitment that
will not leave a spouse bitter or upset
about the amount (whether for too
much or too little).

Purpose of this guide

To help you as an individual, couple or
family make a God-honoring commitment
to “The Greatest Investment: Believe”
campaign.

Preparation:

Pray together. It is important every
family member understand the reasons
we are building a new facility.

2 Corinthians 9:6-12

3 Discuss the benefits of the church

having its own facility. What
differences will a new facility make for
ministries in which you are involved?
What difference will it make for people
visiting crossWinds?

Brainstorm as a family how you could
save (sacrifice) or raise money for this
project. Pray that God will help you
give obediently.

Carefully consider how much you will
give and the sources you will draw
from. Remember giving of this nature
usually involves designating funds from
one purpose to another. After you
decide what you will give, write it down
on your commitment card (see packet).

Pray for joy in giving and thank God for
what He is going to do through you.
